
 

  

 

 
 

      “Overcome Evil With Good’ – Romans 12:21 (Part 2) 

  
 “Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good. This could be an unlimited 
exhortation that applies to our battle against evil in general, but Paul more likely intends 
it to sum up his teaching about personal revenge in this paragraph. 
 
 ‘Do not be conquered by evil,’ or ‘Do not let evil gain the victory over you,’ means ‘Do 
not give in to the temptation to get even with your tormenter. Do not seek personal re-
venge.’ Evil (lit., ‘the evil’) is not ‘the evil person,’ or the enemy himself. Rather, it refers to 
moral evil as a power that seeks to overcome us. We allow the power of evil to conquer us 
when we resort to acts of personal revenge… 
 
 To ‘overcome evil with good’ means first to resist the temptation to retaliate in kind 
against one who has wronged us, and then to respond with acts of kindness instead. When 
we do this, we win the victory not only over the evil done against us by the enemy, but also 
over the evil we are tempted to do in retaliation.”  (The College Press NIV Commentary – 
Romans Volume 2) 
 

 “As children of God, we must live on the highest level—returning good for evil. Any-
one can return good for good and evil for evil. The only way to overcome evil is with good. 
If we return evil for evil, we only add fuel to the fire. And even if our enemy is not convert-
ed, we have still experienced the love of God in our own hearts and have grown in 
grace.” (The Bible Exposition Commentary – New Testament, Volume 1) 
 

 “Our text closes with: ‘Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with 
good’ (Romans 12:21). George MacDonald put it this way: ‘The dull world has gotten the 
wrong phrase, it is he who resents an affront who pockets it; he who takes no note of it 
lets it lie in the dirt.’ Love in the Church and love in the world go together. They are the 
demands of commitment. Our minds have been renewed. Our lives have been trans-
formed. And the Holy Spirit can do all this through us.” (Preaching the Word – Romans: 
Righteousness from Heaven) 
 

 “Do not give in to your desire to take revenge or retaliate with evil; instead, act in a 
positive way. Paul comes full circle back to his point of verse 9. To hate evil is to overcome 
it with good. When we hang on for dear life to those things that are good and to God, we 
will be overcoming evil. All of this will be accomplished to the degree that we allow God to 
create in us sincere love.”  
 
LIFE APPLICATION – FORGIVENESS: “When someone hurts you deeply, instead of giv-
ing him what he deserves, Paul says to befriend him. Why does Paul tell us to forgive our 
enemies? (1) Forgiveness may break a cycle of retaliation and lead to mutual reconcilia-
tion. (2) It may make the enemy feel ashamed and change his or her ways. (3) In contrast, 
repaying evil for evil hurts you just as much as it hurts your enemy. Even if your enemy 
never repents, forgiving him or her will free you of a heavy load of bitterness.” (Life Appli-
